Examples of intervention 

•  Have students identify activities that do or do not interest them inside 
schoo

•  Ask students to rate their level of interest for the task 

•  Ask students to find similarities between the activities that interest them, to do
the same with activities that do not interest them, and then to draw 

•  Ask students to develop a portrait of themselves, using examples that explain what
does or does not interest them.
